Explanation of the Passage
Description (3-4 pages)
In paragraph form, you will explain the narrative flow of the passage. Your explanation should be structured around your textual outline.  Be sure to include headers from your textual outline and verse references for each section.  You should explain what the author is teaching in each section and how it contributes to the big idea.  You should include appropriate interpretive insights gleaned both from your personal study of the passage and engagement with the commentaries.  This could include important observations (see worksheet #1), discussion of the meaning of key terms, explanation of the historical or cultural significance of certain practices or events (see worksheet #2), insights from your contextual analysis that shed light on the passage, etc.  Remember that you will not be able to share everything you have learned.  Select the most important insights that would help a reader understand the key ideas of the passage. If you have not already done so, please carefully read the discussion of your passage in each of the commentaries and take notes.
NOTE: Although Worksheet 4 is NOT graded, you will receive feedback from your coach.
